Here is the formula to figure that out: Each member 

church shall be entitled to three (3) messengers and an additional one (1) 

messenger for every two hundred fifty (250) resident members or one 

(1) additional messenger for every $1,000 given to the budget of the  

Association during the previous year; except that, the maximum number 

of messengers from any one (1) member church shall not exceed twenty 

(20). 
 

The Lord has done some wonderful things here this year including the 

launching of a new church in Bellmead, World Changers, the beginning of a 

new Networking & Missions Team, launching a Church Strengthening Process, 

and embracing a new vision for the Community Ministries in the region. Plan 

to come and celebrate.

How may we explain the undeniable imbalance 

between evangelistic efforts by the average 

Baptist church and the equally unavoidable lack 

of involvement in efforts to alleviate poverty, 

abolish crime, restore ex-offenders, minister to 

children of offenders, etc.? I’ve given a lot of 

thought to this and wonder if we might resolve 

the dilemma by acknowledging the existence of 

an artificial distinction in practice between 

”redemptive grace” and “transformative grace.” What in the world am I talking 

about? Allow me to briefly explain. I have seldom met anyone who denies the fact 

that no one is outside the reach of grace and that Christ will save anyone, regardless 

of their sinful past. Certainly, we include ourselves in that redemptive reality. We  

expound Romans 3:23, “for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God,” and in 

the next breath we hasten to Romans 6:23, “For the wages of sin is death, but the free 

gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.” We read those statements with an 

“of course” on the tips of our tongues. This is what I’m terming redemptive grace: 

Romans 5:8,-9, “But God demonstrates his love toward us, in that while we were yet 

sinners, Christ died for us. Much more then, having been justified by His blood, we 

shall be saved from the wrath of God through Him.” As before mentioned, rarely 

have I encountered anyone, especially among Baptists, who would deny this saving 

reality. However, it seems that while we joyously proclaim the possibility of  

salvation regardless of past sin, we hesitate and falter at the point of helping those 

who receive new life to implement it, especially those who need a lot of help at the 

point of practicing it. We mean well and often are convinced that we’ve completed 

our task by proclaiming the good news of Christ. But when measured against the 

standards declared in Scripture in places like Isaiah 58, Amos 5:14-15, Micah 6:8, 

Matthew 25:31-46 and James 1:22-27, the actual application of our belief system is 

called into question. Stated simply, we readily believe in redemptive grace (God will 

save anyone), but do we correspondingly believe in and practice transformative grace 

(God is willing and able to transform everyone)? Clearly, if we truly believe that God 

is not only willing to save anyone but also able to transform everyone, we will  

passionately engage hunger, poverty, homelessness, crime, substance abuse,  

unemployment, the restoration and reintegration of ex-offenders, and anything else 

required to ensure that every believer experiences what Jesus declares in John 10:10, 

a life that is full and meaningful in every possible way.

Sleeping on floors, working on a roof in the middle of the hot summer, manual labor during 

a school break. This may not be the ideal summer vacation, but youth across America have paid 

to be a part with World Changers. 

Brennan Stevens from Camden, S.C. is serving as a missions communications specialist this 

summer after four years experience as a participant. She was with the 244 students in the group 

that came to Waco July 18-23. 

Stevens said, "Thank you, Waco, for hosting us. This really has been one of the most  

welcoming cities I've ever been in for World Changers. We appreciate all the support." 

Local churches have been praying for the group and preparing their lunches. A few even 

made care packages for the summer staff. 

Stevens said, "We're really grateful for churches stepping in and delivering lunches when it's 

hot outside.... It's just cool to see the body at work."

Tandy Riley from Eula, Texas came to Waco as an adult supervisor with youth from her 

church. 

"It's amazing how they're just so compassionate and how they've reached out to people  

sitting on their porches — just really serving Christ." 

She described how tired but eager each of the students were. 

Tammy said, "There is nothing that blesses your heart more than serving other people, and 

we need to do that more in our community." 

Meghan Alexander from Kingwood, Texas said, "We're here in the name of Jesus Christ. We 

feel like we need to serve Him because He loves us." 

Caleb Curtis came down from Hugo, OK to work with the team. He started participating in 

World Changers three years ago. He enjoyed the time of worship the students had on Thursday 

night. 

"(At) the concert of prayer, they had this giant map up where they had points of light  

wherever there were evangelicals and Christians. I could see America all lit up with lights, but 

then I looked over at Africa and Asia and I could see darkness all over. It convicted me of my 

call to spread the Word." 

This was the first time Madeline Edwards from Kingwood, Texas joined. 

She said, "You don't know what to expect at first. The experience has just been amazing  

because we didn't know (the other youth), but ... there was an instant connection. It couldn't be 

anything other than God, honestly. We're almost as close with our crew as we are with our own 

youth group."

He said, "Without the help of the local churches World Changers would be impossible to 

do." 

The biggest need for next year is a larger lodging facility. They are thankful for Texas  

Christian Academy for hosting this year, but the group would like to add more participants for 

more projects in the years to come. 

This is a chance to work with youth from across America as well as minister to the  

community. There were about 30 presentations of the Gospel and 7 decisions made this year, 

including with one of participants. 

Miller said, "Just begin praying for next year's projects in south Waco and for the city of 

Waco. It's a blessing and very humbling to be a part of what God's doing here."
